2. Go to  www.nomeschools.com 
3. Click on Skills Alaska button at the top the screen.  
4. This will give you a screen asking for you to sign in.  Here is the information specific to your child.

5. Then select the “Skills Tutor” link

on the left side of the screen.


6. Select an assignment.  These are assignments that are selected specifically for your child.  Then have your child begin at the top by selecting the recommended activity in the red box.  It starts with a pretest and assigns activities based on the results.  The activities require the kids to have 80% correct before it lets them move forward.
